Term 1.

Year 8 Équipe Nouvelle 2.
Objective: The Ss will have the opportunity to achieve NC 6a by the Year 8 examinations in May.  Strong Ss will be encouraged to aim higher by using complex sentences, adverbs, more opinions and reference materials such as verb tables.

Scheme of Work Overview.

· Unit 1: Revision of self-introductions, present tense/ p6 and 7 from the textbook.

· Unit 2: the body, illness, remedies, the imperatives, healthy lifestyle, perfect tense. Then introduce the near future to describe New Year’s resolutions. 

· Rest of unit 1( clothes and colours) understanding the adjectival agreement.

· Unit 3: TV programmes, film genres, arranging a meeting, excuses, the near future.

Year 9 Équipe Nouvelle 3.
Objective: The Ss will have the opportunity to achieve exceptional performance by the Year 9 examinations in May.

Scheme of work overview.

Will include a major Focus on tenses throughout the year.

Unit 1: Bretagne, family and relationships, qui, pronouns, what you are allowed/ have to do (je dois, je peux, j’ai le droit de), complex sentences, the infinitive (include the near future tense), the present tense.
